Since | started as Director in
1999, the GRC has moved into
its current premises, has seen an
amagzing increase in funding
($37K in 1999 as opposed to
$289K now!), experienced the
growth of the Ensembles’
Program from nothing to what it
is today, instituted “School’s
Music Week”, provided schools
with curriculum support
programs, renovated St
Saviour’s Hall for performances
and also experienced student
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numbers rising to unprecedented
numbers. | don’t claim all of the
success. Simply put, these things
can’'t be done without a great
team and in this regard, the GRC
has been very fortunate both with
tutors and Boards of
Management. My sincere thanks
go to all of these people.

Of these achievements, the one
that | believe has had the
greatest impact was the move in
2006 from the cottage in Verner
St to the TAFE campus that we
now enjoy. This came about after
years of lobbying the State
Government to allow the GRC to
use the building. For those of you
who don’t know or remember,
the GRC was housed in a small
cottage consisting of 6 Rooms
from 1985-2005. For the life of
me, | can’t comprehend how we
managed to run the GRC in such
a small place. In fact, the GRC
still uses the “Old Con” for
speech and drama as well as
sewing classes. The fact that we
have just signed off on a fifty-
year lease for the campus is a
source of great joy for me. It's
fantastic to know that the future
of the GRC is assured and | am
proud to have played my part.
My time at Goulburn is
something that | will always
cherish and | feel privileged to
have been appointed to the
position in late 1998. Next time
you are at a concert, or in the
GRC building, please look
around you and take the time to
reflect on how fortunate we are
to have such fine facilities for
music education and
performances in Goulburn. 2010
marks the 25" year that the GRC
has been in operation, so when
the celebrations kick off, please
get involved and enjoy the
moment!

New parking arrangements for the GRC

Please note that due to staff concerns surrounding the safety of GRC students, a
significant change will soon be occurring regarding parking arrangements at the entrance
of the Conservatorium. The Goulburn Mulwaree Council’s Traffic Committee met to consider
the issue and Council subsequently resolved that a No Parking sign will be installed
outside the Conservatorium. The No Parking restrictions will be in place on weekdays from
3.00 - 6.00pm to allow students to be dropped off and picked up. No Parking means that you
can stop temporarily for the purpose of setting down or picking up passengers and goods -
you must not leave the vehicle. This measure is for the safety of GRC students and will be
enforced by Police and Council Officers.

The Conservatorium offers classes in aural training- depending on numbers. Laszlo Strasser will be available to teach this
class after school on Tuesdays at 5pm. Aural training improves reading ability (it is a requisite in major conservatoriums).
