Dear All,

Here at the Goulburn Regional
Conservatorium, we have had an
exciting and diverse Term 2. It was full
of fantastic opportunities for students,
parents and staff.

I would like
to make the point that without the
support of the local community, these
concerts wouldn’t be possible, so please
make the effort to support these
wonderful events.

I am very pleased to report that there
will be no further fee rises for teaching
services offered by the Goulburn
Regional Conservatorium in Term 3,
2008. Although it was necessary to
raise fees in Terms 1 & 2 in order for us
to balance the budget, I must confess to
have being very uneasy about
implementing the higher charges, as 1
know how tough it is for families at the
moment. The fact is that the GRC is a
responsible employer and we take our
legislative requirements very seriously.
We are required to pay superannuation,

long service leave, workcover and
annual leave entitlements on top of our
Tutors” weekly wages, meaning that we
have to find approximately 12% extra in
order to ensure that we remunerate
Tutors appropriately. This is a key
difference  between the Goulburn
Regional Conservatorium and private
operators — although there is a clear
requirement for them to meet these
requirements, they generally don’t,
meaning that professional musicians and
teachers working in the unregulated
sector are terribly disadvantaged. I am a
firm believer in looking after the rights
of our workers and am glad that the
Goulburn Regional Conservatorium’s
community of parents and students
understand the imperative of taking care
of our excellent Tutors — well done!

I am pleased that there is a new music
shop located directly across the road
from the Conservatorium that sells
items such as drum Kkits, guitars,
amplifiers, leads and other accessories.
Reaktion Studios has very kindly
offered a 10% discount to all
Conservatorium students. Please see
their advertisement elsewhere in this
newsletter.

I am looking forward to seeing the
Archibald Prize Exhibition, which will
